Your challenge:

You will compose a quest tale in the style of Anglo-Saxon epic (Beowulf) or Arthurian Courtly Romance (“Sir Gawain”/”Perceval”/”Wife of Bath’s Tale”). As with any good epic or romance of its time, your tale will reflect the key issues of your culture. The composition may be in prose or verse form, but it must demonstrate an awareness of the oral tradition from which these forms evolved and demonstrate significant elements of the genre you choose. You may choose any topic (avoid vulgarity), and you may retell an old story, as this was typical of this time period, as well. Regardless of your topic, in order to successfully complete this project, your paper must attend to the key characteristics of the epic or the Romance. Since you’ve been learning these characteristics through class and your readings, I won’t detail them here. Consult your reading, your notes, and the Medieval Unit Resources page for review.
